This winter Eastbourne Martlets got a 

team together to enter the Hastings Indoor 

Cricket League. 

As any of you who have played it know, it 

takes some getting used to. Whilst it has all 

the elements of an outdoor game the style of 

play required takes some doing. 

Whereas on a nice open 

wicket a decent cover 

drive or square cut 

would get you a 

boundary, playing the 

same shot indoors will 

only likely get you one 

run. The indoor game needs the batsmen to 

place the ball with little extra pace and 

chance his arm at a run down the wicket.  

The game is played in a typical sports hall. 

You get 1 run for hitting a side, back wall 

or ceiling. A boundary is scored for hitting 

the wall behind the bowler – 4 if it doesn’t 

touch the ground. 6 if it does. You can be 

out with all the normal dismissals but as 

an added bonus you can be caught of the 

side or back walls and the ceiling. If a 

batsmen scores 25 runs they retire and 

return after all the wickets have fallen.  

Bowling is the same only with a short run 

up and very, very strict leg side wides. Each 

bowler can bowl a maximum of 3 overs. 

It took us a while to get used to. We only 

won two games but improved as we gained 

Indoor Nets Indoor Cricket 
experience.
